Definition: What are prepositions?
	Rule: prepositions show how things relate to each other in space , time or other ways


Position:  when do we use preposition?
1- normally put prepositions before nouns pronouns or gerunds:  
Example: the parcel on the table is for you.   / he is terrified of flying.

2- But in questions with (wh) words we usually put the preposition.

Example : to whom were you talking to?

3- In phrasal verbs the preposition( or adverb) must come after the verb .
Example: which bridge did they blow up?
