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Syllabus design is an aspect of curriculum development that
emerges in the 1960 due to the urgent need to the
elaboration of programs for second and foreign language
learners who come to learn English rarely for General
purposes (EGP) and usually for specific purposes (ESP). In
other words, a language curriculum refers to what and how
students and teachers interact in the learning and teaching
process (Richards, 2001).
