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1- Definition of the International law :

International law is the body of legal rules, norms, and standards that apply
between sovereign states and other entities that are legally recognized as
international actors. International law consists of rules and principles of
general application dealing with the conduct of states and of
intergovernmental organizations and with the relations, as well as with some
of their relations with persons, whether natural or juridical within the state
boundaries. Thus, there is a comprehensive regime dealing with group rights,
the treatment of aliens, and the rights of refugees, international crimes,
nationality problems, and human rights. It includes the important functions
of the maintenance of international peace and security, arms and control, the
pacific settlement of disputes and the regulation of the use of force in
international relations. Even if the law is not able to stop the outbreak of war,
it has developed principles to govern the conduct of hostilities and the
treatment of the prisoners. International law is also used to govern issues
relating to the global environment, the global commons such as international
waters and outer space, global communications, and world trade.
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2-The International legal subjects :

International law subjects are those persons or entities which are capable of
possessing international legal personality and capable of possessing
international rights and duties.
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a-Sovereign states :

The state is an original person of international law. Thus, the international
law was created to regulate relations between states. The state deos not exist
until it requires recognition of other states in international community. It
means that the independence of a state is dependent on its international
recognition. Since the treaty of westphalia in 1648, The state has been the key
player in the international law. It is the states which are recognized and held
liable not for their acts but even for the acts committed by their citizens also.
Also in terms of international trade and relations, it is the state which has the
duty and power to conclude relations with the international front. Inspite that
it continues to play the leading role in international law, but, now states are
more integrated in communities, such as : The European Union.
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b-The intergovernmental organizations :

Intergovernmental organizations are organizations capable of possessing
independent legal personality, and aime to achieve a common aimes, and
established by a treaty or other instrument governed by international law, and
possessing its own international personality.The United Nations and The
European Union, and and the World Trade organization are examples of
intergovernmental organization. They make decisions binding directly on
member states.

c-Non governmental organizations :

Non governmental organizations are private international organizations not
established by government or by an agreement between states. Their members
are private citizens or bodies corporate. Exp : Amnesty organization, green
peace organization.
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d-Multinational corporations :

Multinational corporations or Transnational companies are considerd as
international legal subject of international law, in particular in field of
international economic law, Transnational companies can participate in
international economic disputes, enforcing by Wporld Trade orgainzation due
to their economic power.
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E-Individuals :

The Public International law includes rules concerning the conduct of states
toward individuals.

The individual become at best beneficial of the rights of their home state
against another, he required diplomatic protection of their interests by their
home state, because he was unable to claim these rights by themselves. It
means, diplomatic protection of individual meant that the interests of these
states are inseparable from those of its citizens.
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F- Liberation movements :
A liberation movement is an organization or political movement leading a
rebellion, or a non-violent social movement, against a colonial power or

national government, often seeking independence based on a nationalist
identity and an anti-imperialist outlook.

The palastine liberal organization is recignized by the United Nation as
liberal movement. It regarded as subject of international law. Through its
membership in the United Nations, it achieve the recognition.
