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1-Definition of international crime :

The term "international crime' is a collective term for certain
extremely serious violations of international law: genocide, war crimes,
crimes against humanity, torture and enforced disappearances.

The crime of genocide, crimes against humanity and war crimes,
known collectively as core international crimes, threaten the peace,
security and well-being of our world. While today’s conflicts largely
take place outside EU borders, their impact is keenly felt within the
Member States. Under international law, the primary responsibility to
investigate and prosecute these heinous crimes falls on national
authorities.

National authorities have the primary responsibility to investigate and
prosecute war criminals and other perpetrators of core international
crimes irrespective of where the crimes have been committed. States
exercise their jurisdiction over these crimes based on the principle of
nationality (of a perpetrator or victim) or on the principle of
extraterritorial (universal) jurisdiction. The latter enables prosecution
of a perpetrator regardless of his or her nationality or that of their
victims, subject to certain conditions such as presence or residence in
the State of prosecution.
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2-Types of international crimes:
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-Genocide :

Genocide is a crimes agianst the humanity, Anyone who, with the
intention of destroying a particular group wholly or in part, be the group
national, ethnic, or religious, or a group belonging to a particular race,
does the following:

-Kills members of the group, or inflicts grievous bodily or psychological
harm on members of the group.

-Intentionally forces living conditions on the group that are aimed at
the whole or partial destruction of the group, imposes measures which
-Have the aim of preventing births within the group; or forcibly
transfers children from the group to another group.

-The criminal act only constitute genocide if the person has committed
the crime(s) in question with the intent to eradicate a particular group.
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-War crimes :

War crimes are violations of the laws and customs of warfare. These
laws and customs establish how force may be used in wartime (**armed
conflict'™) and are intended to protect those who are not involved in the
fighting. The types of international crimes are :

-Wilful killing, torture, mutilation or inhumane treatment

-Biological, medical or scientific experiments which cause death or
seriously endanger lives

-Destruction and appropriation of property

Compelling service in hostile forces

-Denying a fair trial and sentencing or execution without due process
-Unlawful deportation, transfer or confinement

-Taking hostages and attacking civilians or civilian objects

Attacking personnel or objects involved in a humanitarian assistance
or peacekeeping mission

-Improper use of a flag of truce or distinctive emblems of the Geneva
Conventions

-Employing poison, prohibited gases, liquids, materials or devices

Rape, sexual slavery or enforced prostitution, and the use of child
soldiers.
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-Crimes against humanity :

Crimes against humanity are crimes committed as part of a
widespread or systematic attack on the civilian population. It include
the deportation or forcible transfer of a population, torture,
enslavement, rape, forced prostitution or any other comparably grave
form of sexual violence, and murder.

The notion of crimes against humanity has evolved under international
customary law and through the jurisdictions of international courts
such as the International Criminal Court. The prohibition of crimes
against humanity, similar to the prohibition of genocide, has been
considered a peremptory norm of international law, from which no
derogation is permitted and which is applicable to all States.



In contrast with genocide, crimes against humanity do not need to
target a specific group. Instead, the victim of the attack can be any
civilian population, regardless of its affiliation or identity. Another
important distinction is that in the case of crimes against humanity, it is
not necessary to prove that there is an overall specific intent. It suffices
for there to be a simple intent to commit any of the acts listed, with the
exception of the act of persecution, which requires additional
discriminatory intent. The perpetrator must also act with knowledge of
the attack against the civilian population and that his action is part of
that attack.
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-Torture :

Torture refers to the intentional infliction of severe physical or
mental pain by a public official (or with the consent of a public official).
The perpetrator must have a specific purpose, such as obtaining
information or a confession from the victim, or for reasons of
discrimination or to incite fear in the victim.
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-Enforced disappearances :

The law defines "'enforced disappearance' as follows: the arrest,
detention, or abduction of persons by, or with the authorization,
support, or acquiescence of a State or a political organization, followed
by a refusal to acknowledge that deprivation of freedom, or to give
information on the fate or whereabouts of those persons, with the

intention of removing them from the protection of the law for a
prolonged period of time.
