1-Definition of The International crimes Law :

International criminal law is a field of international law that seeks to
regulate the behavior of states, organizations and individuals operating
across national boundaries in commission of international crimes.
International criminal law also regulates the commission of grave crimes
occurring on the territory of sovereign states where those crimes constitute
genocide, crimes against humanity, war crimes, or other violations of jus

cogens norms.

International criminal law is practiced by, and prosecuted within,
international criminal tribunals, such as the International Criminal
Tribunal for Rwanda, International Criminal Court and similar courts. In
addition to the categories of crimes listed above, typical international

crimes include piracy and terrorism.

The International crimes Law is relevant to the study and protection of

international human rights because it, generally, is aimed at punishing



acts which affect fundamental human rights, namely: life, liberty, and
security. The codification of international criminal law can also make
sense in light of the fact that this body of law aims to punish actions which
may have been carried out as part of a broader State policy meaning they
are unlikely to be punished at the domestic level for as long as the
responsible administration retains power and which may threaten the
sovereignty of another State meaning the international community has an

added interest in their prosecution.

The international criminal law conventions and tribunals may be seen
as particularly necessary with regard to States that refuse to comply with
these obligations and are not party to a binding mechanism for the

adjudication of international human rights violations.

International criminal law can be distinguished from domestic criminal
law in that the former penalizes crimes which are particularly egregious
and capable of producing wide-scale harm (such as crimes against
humanity or genocide) and those crimes that can be thought of as
‘international’ in that they involve actions traditionally carried out by
States or their agents (war crimes, acts of aggression) or are of a trans-
national, or multi-jurisdictional, nature (terrorism, drug trafficking,

piracy, slave trade).

The term international criminal law refers to at least three distinct areas:
cooperation between different national legal systems through extradition
and other forms of mutual legal assistance; the prohibition and
punishment of certain behaviour by several countries acting collectively or
by the international community as a whole; and the operation of
autonomous international legal systems, including courts and other

mechanisms of enforcement, that exist alongside national criminal law.



The purpose of international criminal law is to establish the criminal

responsibility of individuals and states for international crimes.
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2-The International crimes court :

The International crimes court has the competence to investigate and
prosecute individuals for the crimes of genocide, crimes against humanity,
war crimes, and aggression. These crimes are defined in articles 5 through

8 bis of the Rome Statute of the International crimes court.

The International crimes court may prosecute crimes of genocide, crimes
against humanity, and war crimes when the allegedly responsible
individuals are nationals of one of the States parties to the Rome Statute
or the crime was committed on the territory of a State Party, or the State
involved submits a declaration authorizing of the International crimes
court’s jurisdiction with respect to the alleged crime. In such cases, the
State involved must refer the situation to the International crimes court.
The International crimes court may also investigate and prosecute when
the situation has been referred to it by the UN Security Council, even
without the relevant State’s ratification of the Rome Statute or acceptance

of International crimes court ’s jurisdiction.



The Establishment of an International Criminal Court held in
conference in Rome in June-July 1998. The Rome Statute, adopted at the
close of the conference, was signed by nearly 140 countries. It came into
force on July 1, 2002, after it had been ratified by the requisite 60

countries.

The International Criminal Court is authorized to prosecute war crimes,
crimes against humanity, and acts of genocide that are committed in the
territory, or by a national, of a state that has ratified the Rome Statute.
Prosecution may exceed these jurisdictional limits when authorized by the
Security Council. The court recognizes the primacy of national criminal
jurisdictions and, acting as a court of last resort, can proceed with a case
only after it has determined that domestic courts are either unable or

unwilling to prosecute.
