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1-Definition of separation of the powers:

Separation of powers is a model for the.governance of a state, and under this
model, the state is divided into branches. Each with separate and
Independent powers and areas of responsibility so that the powers of one
branch are not in conflict with the powers associated with the other
branches. The separation of powers in a democracy is to prevent abuse of
power and to safeguard freedom for all. The typical division of the branches
Is Into : a legislature, an executive, and a judiciary.
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Separation of powers, therefore, refers to the division of responsibilities Into
distinct branches to limit any one branch from exercising the core functions
of another. The intent is to prevent the concentration of power and provide
for checks and balances.
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-Separation of powers divides the mechanism of governance into three
branches i.e. Legislature, Executive and-the Judiciary. Although different
authors give different definitions, in general;we can frame three features of
this doctrine.

-Each organ should have different persons in capacity,i.e., a person with a
function in one organ should not be a part of another organ.

-One organ should not interfere in the functioning of the other organs.
-One organ should not exercise a function of another organ
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3-The independence of the judicial power:

The main quality which helps the judiciary to administer justice and to
perform its functions is judicial independence which.mean that the judiciary
should work independently without any interference ofother organ of the
government. The independence of the judicial power is the corner stone of
every democratic government and upon it is built the civil liberty;because
iIndependence of judicial power enables the judjes to give their judjments
without any fear or favour.
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4-The importance of independent judiciary :

In the life of citizens of a state, judiciary is a source. of confidence and
fearlessness, and people depend upon it for getting justice. out judiciary
protection, their lives can become miserable. Citizens without | rgan is
hardly conceived. A government without judiciary is inconceivabl
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5-The separation of powers-and the distribution of
activities among the branches:

The separation of powers leads to a distribution of activities among
the three branches of government:

*The president and his administration see to the implementation of the
law.

*Parliament is responsible for civil and criminal legislation.

*Courts make decisions on civil and criminal cases.
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
