injury  /ˈɪndʒəri / noun  (pl. injuries): harm or hurt done to a person, animal or part of the body. 

They escaped from the accident with only minor injuries. 

Injury to the head can be extremely dangerous.

likely  /ˈlaɪkli  ; US   / adj (likelier; likeliest):1 probable or expected .e.g. Do you think it's likely to rain? 

The boss is not likely to agree. It's not likely that the boss will agree.

2 probably ,suitable: a likely candidate for the job

 likely adv:  as likely as not=  من المرجح; most/very likely= very probably

Probable /ˈprɒbəbl  / adj: that you expect to happen or to be true; likely محتمَل    

I suppose it's possible that they might still come but it doesn't seem very probable. 

  The opposite is improbable. 

Notice that probable and likely mean the same but are used differently 

It's probable that he will be late. He is likely to be late. 

Probable noun  [C] a person or thing that is likely to be chosen for sth or to win sth 

a probable for the next Olympic team
