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The Definition of international law:

International law is the set of rules that regulate relations
between countries that claim sovereignty and do not
recognize any higher authority than them. This claim gives
the legal rules that dominate these relations an innovative
character that distinguishes them from the rules related to
internal law. The persons subject to this law are subject to an
authority that establishes the law and enforces its respect,
while the states, which are subjects of international law,
issue together, after agreement among themselves,
regulations that express their common interest, and each of
them remains free to estimate the extent of the obligation

that it entails and the conditions for its implementation.
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Accordingly, international law is: a science on the
basis of which the rights of states and their duties
towards each other are determined. It deals with
everything related to the state in terms of the factors of
Its establishment and whether it is a recognized state.
It settles disputes between states by establishing

deterrent provisions that bind every state.
