What is the meaning of diplomatic law?
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Diplomatic law is a field of international law concerning
the practice of diplomacy, and the rights and obligations of
state representatives on the territory of other states. The
broad corpus of diplomatic law derives from one of the
oldest principles of customary international law, diplomatic
Immunity, and sovereign immunity. Diplomatic law has
been codified by the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic
Relations 1961.

Diplomatic law is that area of international law that
governs permanent and temporary diplomatic missions. A
fundamental concept of diplomatic law is that of diplomatic

immunity, which derives from state immunity.
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Basic elements of diplomatic law

Key elements of diplomatic law are the immunity of
diplomatic staff, the inviolability of the diplomatic mission
and its grounds, and the security of diplomatic

correspondence and diplomatic bags.
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The Most Famous Breaches of Diplomatic Law



Famous cases involving the breaking of diplomatic laws
includes the Iran hostage crisis in 1979, the shooting of a
British police woman (Murder of Yvonne Fletcher) from
the Libyan Embassy in London in 1984, and the discovery
of a former Nigerian Minister in a diplomatic crate at

Stansted* airport in 1984.
