Dispute settlement
What is the meaning of dispute settlement?
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International dispute settlement is concerned with the
techniques and institutions which are used to solve
international disputes between States and/or international
organizations. International disputes can be solved either by

use of force (coercion) or by peaceful settlement.
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Disputes are inextricably linked to international
relations. International dispute settlement is concerned with
the techniques and institutions which are used to solve
international disputes between States and/or international
organizations. Increasingly these disputes are no longer just
primarily between states but also between states and other

parties like international organizations and other non-state

actors, and between these actors mutually.
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In this context the Charter of the United Nations (UN)

CEVAREENEII@I (=, in particular, regarding disputes between
states. Article 2(3) of the UN Charter states that all Member
States have to settle their international disputes by peaceful
means in such a manner that international peace and
security, and justice, are not endangered. This view was
again confirmed in 1982 in a resolution (Res. 37/10) of the
UN General Assembly, the so-called Manila Declaration on

the Peaceful Settlement of International Disputes.
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But all these considerations fall away when the target is

the Arab and Muslim individual, and the best example of

this is the devastation and destruction that Gaza is

witnessing in front of the eyes of the Rypocritical VWestern

WOrld, and even after about 90 days of destruction, Hhi§

global'conscience has not been moved.
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
