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Definition of armament: Armament is considered one of the most important
axes on which various studies focus, political, military, strategic, and economic
as well, due to its direct relationship to the power of the state and its connection
to international peace.
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Armament means “the total military power of a nation or the process of arming
oneself for war. There are those who define it as “the organized process of
increasing the quantities of weapons possessions, or replacing existing weapons
with new weapons”.
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The political encyclopedia defines armaments as "completing the state's ability
to confront any aggression and securing continuous protection of lands, physical

wealth and gains, as it is from this interface a right of modern state protected by
international law, and dictates the principle of equality between states.
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The MacMilan Dictionary is defined as "the process of providing the armed
forces with weapons to fight in the war. The concept of arms can also be used to
refer to any resistance equipment by the army, a group of individuals, or one

individual, as it is the act of providing weapons either for offensive, defensive or
war confrontation.

The concept of armaments differs from the concept of armament policy, as the

The
policy of armaments also means that the state takes deliberate measures and
plans in which the process of armaments is commensurate with the economic
resources available to the state, the size of its military power and its need for
weapons.
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
