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Signs of business criminal law appeared as a result of a problem

that was disturbing the jurisprudence of criminal law, which is the
problem of financial deviance, especially by those in charge of
managing commercial and economic projects, wondering about the
possibility of drawing up a deterrent criminal policy that guarantees
SHAFERBIGEES in the field of commercial companies good and safe
management of their money that they contributed and how that
could be done. The criminal law requires them to be
for their losses.
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Why Business Criminal Law: Because of the following:
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1- New forms of business criminality that traditional penal methods
are no longer able to suppress or prevent;
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2- The economic and financial damage resulting from the crimes of

businessmen far exceeds the damage resulting from traditional

crimes against people and property.
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3- Excessive wealth by many through illegal means, far from the

principles of public order and good morals in commercial and
economic transactions and exchanges;
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4- Business crimes greatly affect the national economy, paralyzing

it in a hidden way. They are what are called economic crimes,

meaning they are crimes of a special nature that don’t have a clear

impact on the collective feeling of the members of society.
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5- A significant development in the rate of business crimes, which

has made the criminal law unable to track the development of
business crimes.
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6- The state’s financial and economic reputation is at stake as a
result of these crimes.
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7-As a result, the existence of a criminal law for business has
become an urgent necessity.
