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The definition of business criminal law:
The proponents of the criminal law of business have considered

the criminal law of business like: “a set of legal texts that punish
every assault on the economic policy of the state, represented by the
protection of the production, distribution, consumption, of goods
and the exchange of money, money, and services.” In a broad sense,
every act or assault Affecting the state's economy is considered a
business crime.
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Another group said that they are crimes committed by persons of

social or economic status while performing professional work or

because of it.
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Jurisprudence has stated that the criminal law of business is that
law that regulates or defines illegal acts committed when
conducting business or trade that would cause harm or endanger the

safety of economic, financial and commercial businesses.

Business criminal law covers, on the one hand, criminal offenses
specific to the conduct of business and, on the other hand, rules of

economic law liable to be penalized.
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Thus, it includes common law offenses (theft, , breach of
trust, corruption, money laundering, forgery and use of forgery, etc.)

and specific offenses, in particular with regard to:
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-Company law (IGICaSCHNICONIMBUNONS in kind, abuse of corporate

assets, etc.);
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Competition law (cartel, abuse of a dominant position, etc.);
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Consumer law (misleading advertising, etc.);
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Stock market law (insider trading, etc.).
